Message from our President: April 2009

I had hoped to always use this time and space to talk about the issues facing our community and to
let you know what we, as a board, are trying to do about them. This month | feel that I must stray
from this to talk about Sendoff and Candlelight. We recently finished Louisville Emmaus Walks 121
and 122. All indications were that they were fabulous Walks. These Walks were well attended, and as
always, there was great enthusiasm as people watched with awe the great work of the Holy Spirit.

Attending the functions surrounding a Walk gives us the opportunity to remember our own
pilgrimages. In our exuberance, we sometimes forget that there is only one walk that is about us, and
that is our original pilgrim walk. All others are about the new pilgrims. When we attend a Walk
function such as Sendoff, Candlelight or Closing, we must remember that we are stepping into their
experience and we must be sensitive to where the pilgrim is in that process.

Sendoff can be a difficult time for a pilgrim. There are a lot of people whom they don't know; it can
be loud and intimidating. We make it worse for them if we alumni and team members are not
sensitive to their needs and do things to draw attention to ourselves.

Candlelight is a worship service. Plain and simple. We have gotten away from the reverence and
holiness of the occasion. | know we celebrate the fact that we are an ecumenical , diverse community
and that we all worship differently. But | have to believe that reverence and holiness means pretty
much the same to all of us. Yelling out for our cities or acting in a less than respectful way detracts
from the experience of the pilgrims. How many of you act this way in your own worship services in
your own church? Again - it is not about us. In the "Handbook to Emmaus", which is the manual
published by the Upper Room on how to hold an Emmaus Walk, we see the following Instructions
about Candlelight:

"Community members are asked to preserve the integrity of the service and not to block or confuse the
pilgrim's entry by reaching out to touch them as they pass. Community members reaching out to touch the
pilgrims can obscure the vision pilgrims often have of God's love filling the sanctuary, seeing Jesus in the
faces of the people and the presence of the heavenly host with the communion of saints. Let the pilgrims
have their own experience. Remember, the weekend is for the pilgrims not the community. *

There should be enough space for the pilgrims to walk down the aisles in pairs, and we should never
stop the process. We are not there to check up on them or to see how the weekend has been thus
far. We are there to be the face of Jesus and to support them on their journey. Again - it is not about
us.
