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UPCOMING WALK AT KAVANAUGH
CATCH THE SPIRIT!!
Whata you mean, DON’T ANTICIPATE???  How can we not anticipate the upcoming women’s walk at Kavanaugh August 15-18??  It’s a brand new place with lots of space to commune with nature in a beautiful camp setting, a brand new conference center, better accommodations for pilgrims, and we will no longer have to share the facility with other groups.  And we’re not to anticipate how awesome this is going to be?  Right!

The new conference center at Kavanaugh is spectacular.  If you were at the July gathering you saw it first hand.  If you weren’t there, you’re in for a real treat when the August walk arrives.  Imagine sitting in the dining area of the conference center in front of a huge window approximately 30 ft. tall and 50 ft. wide that overlooks God’s beautiful creation and the peaceful lake at Kavanaugh.  All you can do is stand in awe of what He has created.  We’ve been confined to a concrete building for many years during the Emmaus weekends but now we get to break free and enjoy the works of His hands as we experience servanthood in this beautiful setting.  And think how much the pilgrims are going to enjoy the surroundings!!

Okay, enough of the sales pitch!  On with the nuts and bolts version of this letter.  Here are some of the upcoming changes for the August walk.

1)
Sendoff will be in the lower level of the conference center.  Registration for candidates will be in the dining hall at Kavanaugh (bring them in the Kavanaugh Road entrance to the camp).  Come early (6:30 ish) because it will take longer  to get checked in, go to the lodge and settle into sleeping rooms and then on to the conference center for 
sendoff.  Remember, we’re not just in one building now!!  After sendoff on Thurs. night, it’s important to minimize movement about the camp in order not to distract pilgrims who may be outside or looking out a window in the conference center.

2)
If you are coming to serve a meal during the weekend, enter the conference center from Floydsburg Road and you will see signs directing you to the kitchen door.  Servers are being asked to stay and not only take dishes back to the kitchen  but to help the agape team clean them and get ready for the next meal.  This will be a true act of agape since our kitchen agape people will have more responsibility than they have had at Flaget.

If you are coming to pray for a speaker, come in the Floydsburg Road entrance to the new conference center and there will be signs posted to tell you where to enter the building.

4)
Agape or letters should be brought Thurs. night to the conference center lower level or the dining hall during registration.  Someone will be there to take it from you.

5)
Candlelight will be held at Crestwood UMC and will begin at 8:00 pm instead of 8:30 pm.

6)
Closing will be in the conference center and will begin at 5:00 pm instead of 4:30 pm.
