Micah  6:8: He has showed you, O man, what is good.  And what does the Lord require of you?  To act justly and to love 

mercy and to walk humbly with your God. 

 

Well, here it is December 2008.  For many of us, there may rein a cloud over this Christmas season for the 

prospects of 2009 are so uncertain.  Yet, scripture teaches us to not hold to those “earthly” possessions, but seek 

the riches of the kingdom of heaven.  In essence, concentrate on those things that are eternal.  Our world 

continues to change.  It is neither a political slogan nor a position of circumstance.  The bible shows that our 

planet has been corrupted since the fall of Adam and that it will remain that way until Christ comes again.

What will matter are not how many people we 

knew, but how many will feel a lasting loss when we are gone.  What will matter are not our memories, but the 

memories that live in those who loved us.  What will matter is how long we will be remembered, by whom and 

for what. 

 
Micah 6:8: teaches us that living a life that matters doesn’t happen by accident.  It’s not a matter of circumstance but of 

choice.  We are required to exemplify the Christ in the Christian.  I pray that as we celebrate the birth of our Messiah that we 

remember Jesus’ purpose was all about change.  May we lift each other beyond the circumstances of the future and 

remember that eternity is but a breath away.

To everything there is a season....Ecclesiastes 3:1  
  
As we come to the end of the year it is a time of ending and preparing.  A time of remembering and planning.  A 
time to evaluate and a time to move forward.  I close out my year as president of the R.E.C. Board with a sense of 
closure for me and yet anticipating new days ahead for the R.E.C. program in the Louisville area. 
  
The year started out like any other year.  Then, changes in the retirement plan for the state of Kentucky prompted 
wholesale retirements state-wide.  (This summer at Roederer I would receive retirement announcements almost 
daily.)  Where before we had a nice working arrangement with personnel at the local prisons, suddenly there were 
new people in positions and most had no idea what arrangements had been made and in one of the institutions, 
that we even had a weekend reserved for the R.E.C.  Where our R.E.C. program and personnel were known, 
suddenly we were unknowns and the very rules we had been operating under were changed.  Needless to say, our 
apple cart came close to being upset. 
  
Also about this same time we were finding that, while the operating budget allowed for putting on an R.E.C. 
weekend had been increased by almost four times in a matter of a few years, teams were coming up short of money 
because of the high and increasing cost of the food items we were purchasing.  Our bank balance was shrinking and 
team members were being asked to contribute more and more. 
  
Neither of these two scenarios was good.   From late summer on, your R.E.C. Board has been working to update 
and improve Lay Director, Spiritual Director and Team manuals.  We are planning for better communications all 
around and an increased role for the R.E.C. Board Liaisons to each of the prisons.  We are working on improved and 
intentional training, better Lay Director support during formation time and an R.E.C. program specific to each prison 
for the Lay Directors to follow. 
  
We are standardizing the weekend menu to allow more time  
on team participation and less on food preparation.  This will  
also reduce the costs and size of the R.E.C. weekend  
significantly.  All the above will let us focus on the basic  
purpose of the R.E.C. weekend and avoid the pitfalls we have  
run into this year. 
 
I wish we could have gotent this all completed for you in 2008,  
but we have a good start on it.  Your new president,  
Tammy Underwood, has a tremendous ability to organize  
and follow through on projects.  I know that Tammy and the 
rest of the R.E.C. Board will have it all finished next year and it 
will be done prayerfully and with the program and Residents' 
interests at heart.

However, it was not all gloom and doom in 2008.  We put on nine R.E.C. programs in four prison institutions in 
2008 and held monthly Gatherings in each of five locations.  This is a tremendous feat for a community our size 
and all those that supported, participated and prayed for the R.E.C. weekends and programs are to be 
commended and blessed for their efforts.  We also supported the beginnings of an R.E.C. program in Florida when 
Mary and Bill Starkey and their team held the first R.E.C. weekends in the Sumter County jail.  Your financial and 
personal support has planted a new R.E.C. program in Florida. 
  
2009 will continue with programs in the same prisons as always.  Program changes in some of the prisons have 
created some date changes for us and we are still waiting for all this to settle in.  It looks like KSR will go back to 
one R.E.C. weekend a year (hopefully only for a while) because of increased program demands mandated by the 
courts.  We will still have a great need for many people to take the Word of hope into the prisons and put on the 
R.E.C. weekends.  
  
One of the most frequent questions/complaints I've received while on the R.E.C. board is "I filled out a form to be 
on an R.E.C. team two years ago and nobody called me.  How can I get to be on an R.E.C. team?"  There is an 
attitude of humility in the Emmaus community that you should wait to be asked to be on a team.  I know I've felt 
it.  It's somehow brash to ask a Lay Director, "Please pray about me being on your team, I'd love to serve on it." 
  
Well, the R.E.C. Board is behind me when I tell you to call an upcoming R.E.C. Lay Director, corner them at a 
Gathering and ask them to pray about you being on their team.  What a luxury it would be to actually have too 
many people to pray over, especially when trying to find new, first-time people.  So, now when you wonder, "How 
do I get on an R.E.C. team?" the answer is "Ask!"   
  
My thanks to you, the R.E.C., Emmaus and Chrysalis communities for your support in 2008 and especially to the 
hard-working R.E.C. Board who helped me SO MUCH this past year.  God bless you all in this season of 
Advent and in the New Year ahead.
