All of
these new members will be hitting the ground running as many of them will be taking over very key
positions. This installment of the newsletter will help you understand some of our goals for 2009. Our
motto for this year will be “Back To Basics in 09”.

Gary Ball, the Senior Pastor of Crestwood United Methodist Church, will be our Community
Spiritual Director for 2009. We are honored and blessed to have his leadership, and he brings us
experience as an Emmaus Spiritual Director in Owensboro. We are also blessed that Don Craig has
agreed to serve as our Assistant Community Spiritual Director. Don will be instrumental in helping
Gary get up to speed very quickly.

At every Gathering, you hear about how we are a working board. This year, there are several
pressing needs that we have to address quickly, so we are going to reorganize into smaller
committees so that there will be more accountability for our actions.

This committee is responsible for making sure that all of our services, including Candlelights,
Gatherings, Closings, etc. are properly staffed and that our content is relevant, creative, and
excellent. This year, | have asked this committee to take a look at everything we do with a fresh
eye, and see if there are ways that we can improve the way we reach the Community. To think
outside the box. Also, as a special project, we will be trying to get a more formal grip on the
music for Gatherings and Walks. It is becoming increasingly difficult to find musicians for Walks
and Gatherings, and | have asked Steve Ulrich to try to put together a list of people who are
willing and able to serve on music teams, and to try to standardize the songs and PowerPoint that
we use. This committee will be chaired by Susan Rittenhouse. Perry Probst, Steve Ulrich, Ken
Stringer, and Charles Stallard will be the board members serving on this committee with her, and
Susan will be looking to add people from the community at large to assist with this important task.



David Blandford takes over as the Treasurer this year as Nancy Frank moves into the President-

Elect position. Nancy did some wonderful work last year in getting a handle on all of our finances.

David will be taking this a step further by finding answers to some major questions:

e  Are our donations and the money we take in for walks enough to cover the expenses? If not,
what do we need to do to resolve the issues?

e Are all of our policies and procedures the best use of the resources that God has given us?

. Is cooking our own meals at a walk the most financially responsible thing to do?

. Is guaranteeing Kavanaugh that we will pay for 80 people each walk (regardless of
participation) worth the extra cost so that we can have the campground to ourselves?

David will also be looking for help from the community in coming up with those answers. This is

an extremely important and urgent situation, so if you enjoy this kind of work or are a good

negotiator, please give David a call or email.

Even though Mike Welker has decided to take a one-year term, he will be heading up this new
committee. The outreach committee will be tasked with updating our database, and updating our
church coordinator list. They will be interfacing with all of the other committees while planning a
flow chart of how we will introduce and keep track of our members digitally. Mike will be working
with George Jones, the Chrysalis board and non-board members, including LieghAnne Hallac, in
making that happen.

Even though we are an ecumenical community, the United Methodist Church is still our anchor.
Gary and Don will be contacting the Methodist pastors in the area to invite them to attend a walk
if they have not already done so, or to serve on clergy teams if they have. We will also be
encouraging inactive churches to identify possible candidates as well. We also hope to visit the
Bishop and the local District Superintendent when the time is right.

Steve Homola will be heading up this committee. He will be working to transform it into what our
bylaws envision it to be. Its job is to help the Lay Directors find qualified candidates to serve on
teams, and to safeguard the leadership process by making sure that prospective leaders are
identified and properly trained. Chris Wild has agreed to serve on the committee with him, and
Steve will be recruiting 2 others as well.

Jane Knapp will be training to be our Registrar. She will be working with Barb Gritton and
DeeAnna Oliver to learn the “ins and outs” of the job, and then taking it over for the remainder of
her 3 year term.

Pam Tedesco will be continuing in this position. She already has a working relationship with their
board, and will be helping them interface with our outreach committee for updating their database
as well.



We not only encourage your thoughts and ideas; we covet them. We also hope that many of you
will be convicted to get involved in the processes discussed above. We will need many volunteers to
make them happen.
