· Yet only 38 percent of adults read the Bible in any given week


· Only 25 percent of adults volunteer to help a church during a typical week


· 96 percent of adults believe in God


· 93 percent say they believe in the virgin birth


· Yet 39 percent say Jesus did not have a physical resurrection


· 61 percent say the Holy Spirit is not real


· 56 percent say a good person can earn his or her way into heaven


· And still 72 percent of those polled say they are church members

As Jerry Seinfeld would say, “what’s up with this?”. To me what’s up is that each of us has

a responsibility to see to it that the energy and power of the Walk to Emmaus is shared

with as many people as possible. This means re-energizing ourselves in seeking out and

sponsoring individuals and couples for the walks.
