What Does It Cost to Hold a Walk?

Have you ever wondered what it costs for a walk to be held? Think about it*you pay an $85 fee and on top of the spiritual blessings (on which we can*t put a price!), you receive three nights lodging, eight meals and all the Kleenex you need! Where else can you get that kind of value? On top of that, the fee has not been raised for over twelve years*how many other things can you say that about?

You probably are thinking, *I know where this is headed*the fee is going to be raised! I thought we were saving money by moving to Kavanaugh. What*s going on here?* Well, on the first count, you are right. I*ll cut to the chase and tell you that effective with Walk #93 in August, the fee will be $100, with the exception of those pilgrims who were on the waiting list or who had to be *rolled over* from an earlier walk.

As for the second point about saving money by moving to Kavanaugh, here are the figures from the last two walks at Flaget*on Walk #86 the cost for lodging and meals was $7418 for 70 people and for #87, it was $8398 for 76. At Kavanaugh we pay $90 per person for lodging and meals*you do the math.

Now, let*s talk about why a raise is necessary. Let me *crunch some numbers* with you. With an $85 fee and a $90 cost for lodging and meals, right away you see that leaves us $5 in the hole, per person! On top of the costs of lodging and meals, we give everyone an 8x10 photo (no, that is not free!), we send $7.50 per pilgrim to Upper Room (that*s how they are able to oversee the Walk to Emmaus), the crosses received by each pilgrim are $3 each plus the miscellaneous expenses like posterboard, markers, notepads, cups, the purple books, etc. A recent cost analysis showed us that a walk with 40 pilgrims and 40 team members costs $8381, or $105 per person.

Because for years our community has not asked clergy nor lay directors to pay the $85 fee, using the same figures I shared with you earlier, our community  goes in the hole $2091 for each walk. And we have discovered that we are the exception, rather than the rule, in not asking all team members to pay. So, the other half of the news is that effective with Walk #93 in August, all team members will be expected to pay the $100 fee.

Now, there are probably some of you still scratching your heads and saying, *what about the offerings taken at gatherings and candlelights? What about the money made from selling tee-shirts and etc.?* Good question and the answer is that your generosity in those areas makes it possible to cover the other costs associated with a community this size such as postage, copyright license, liability insurance, website hosting, newsletter, etc.

As the treasurer of the board, I will be more than happy to talk with anyone who has additional questions. The board feels that the time is right to make these changes and we are confident that everyone will agree and would even pay more to continue seeing the changes in people*s lives brought about on each Walk. Let*s claim God*s word**Freely you have received, freely give.

The Burning Heart

"Did not our heart burn within us?"  Luke 24:32

We need to learn this secret of the burning heart.  Suddenly Jesus appears to us, the fires are kindled, we have wonderful visions, then we have to learn to keep the secret of the burning heart that will go through anything.  It is the dull, bald, dreary day, with commonplace duties and people, that kills the burning heart unless we have learned that secret of abiding in Jesus.

Much of our distress as Christians comes not because of sin, but because we are ignorant of the laws of our own nature.  For instance, the only test as to whether we ought to allow an emotion to have its way is to see what the outcome of the emotion will be.  Push it to its logical conclusion, and if the outcome is something God would condemn, allow it no more way.  But if it be an emotion kindled by the Spirit of God and you do not let that emotion have its right issue in your life, it will react on a lower level.  The higher the emotion is, the deeper the degradation will be, if it is not worked out on its proper level.  If the Spirit of God has stirred you, make as many things inevitable as possible, let the consequences be what they will.  We cannot stay on the mount of transfiguration, but we must obey the light we received there, we must act it out.  When God gives a vision, transact business on that line, no matter what it costs.
