Talk from the Walk -- October 2002

Luke 22:7-13
Then came the day of Unleavened Bread on which the Passover lamb had to be sacrificed.  Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and make preparations for us to eat the Passover.”        Where do you want us to prepare for it?” they asked.

He replied, “As you enter the city, a man carrying a jar of water will meet you.  Follow him to the house that he enters, and say to the owner of the house, ‘The Teacher asks: Where is the guest room, where I may eat the Passover with my disciples?’  He will show you a large upper room, all furnished.  Make preparations there.”       They left and found things just  as Jesus had  told them.  So they prepared the Passover.

As a wise minister recently told me, “Our God is not a God of chaos, but a God of order.”  Jesus sent His disciples to prepare for the Passover dinner in the upper room.  He had already made some preparations in advance of their arrival at the house.  Preparation and order are part of God’s plan for us as His children, and as part of the ministry of the Emmaus community.

Please pray for this new team as it makes preparation for these times of worship, praise, and fellowship.  Much preparation is required for each Gathering, and many hands and feet are necessary for each service.
